Dear Parent/Carer, 

 

We have now been informed that the Country Dancing Festival will be postponed to Thursday 12th June due to 

the weather forecast for tomorrow.  

 

Yesterday was the last club session and so we will not meet for any further practise sessions.  

 

Please see details below for the final arrangements for the festival which will now be held on Thursday 12th June.  

 

Norwood will be dancing on Pitch 11.  

 

Families can arrive from 5pm and school staff will be there from 5:45pm.  

 

Dancing will begin at 6:15pm. The event is due to finish by 7:45pm.  

 

If you are not staying at the event, please make sure you hand your child over to a school staff member before leaving.  

 

Seating is limited at the event and so you may wish to bring a chair or blanket to sit on.  

 

The children have been provided with outfits to wear. Please can they wear these on the evening with trainers and a 

white t-shirt.  

 

Please bring a water bottle for your child as country dancing is thirsty work! If your child requires any medication 

such as an inhaler or antihistamine, please can parents administer before arriving at the event and bring 

inhalers to the festival.  

 

Included in the programme will be two short intervals to allow the dancing youngsters to buy refreshments. 

 

Burgers, sausages (including vegetarian options), salad accompaniments, drinks, crisps, ice-cream, slush machine and 

other items will be available on sale. 

 

A message from the Peterborough School regarding parking:  

 

We are situated on Thorpe Road, a main route into the city. We have very limited parking on site and so we open a 

sports field as an overflow facility; a marshal will guide vehicles to park. Please encourage your parents to car share as 

much as possible. There are public parking facilities within a short walk to the School and you can park on Westwood 

Park Road and other adjacent roads.
