This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Norwood Primary School, we follow the Kapow Music Curriculum, adapting the content and resources to suit the needs of our learners. Our Music curriculum is informed by the model music curriculum.
Our Music curriculum will help our pupils to develop musical skills and concepts through listening, appraising, improvisation, singing, playing instruments, performing and composing. We aim for every child to develop a love of music from expose and  engagement with performing, listening to, reviewing and evaluating music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians.
By the end of Key Stage 2, pupils will have gained increasing confidence and control in singing, playing music, have a good understanding of the interrelated dimensions of music and understand musical notation.
In Year 3, the children have the opportunity to learn to play the ukulele through a series of 10 whole class lessons organised in partnership with the Peterborough Music Hub. There is also an additional ‘springboard’ session available to support any children who may encounter barriers towards engaging positively with the sessions.

We work with the Peterborough Music Hub to support our music curriculum and to provide a range of musical opportunities for our children such as concerts and workshops.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Norwood Primary School offers opportunities for children to take individual or group music lessons. This tuition is delivered by Noise Tuition and includes opportunities to learn to play the piano, drums and guitar.
[bookmark: _GoBack]We share opportunities for the children to take part in Gifted and Talented singing workshops organised by Peterborough Sings!
We share information about the opportunities offered by the Peterborough Centre for Young Musicians. 
We are hoping to give KS1 and 2 children the opportunity to take group instrumental lessons with the company Rocksteady from September.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	In 2024/2025, we worked with the Peterborough Music Hub to offer additional musical events at no cost to our pupils. The children in Key Stage Two took part in music and technology workshops run by Conductive Music. We welcomed the choir The Sixteen to run a singing workshop with our Key Stage two pupils. We plan to take advantage of similar opportunities offered by the Peterborough Music Hub in the coming academic year.
Key Stage One and Key Stage Two students took part in workshops organised by the Peterborough Centre for Young Musicians and Rocksteady.
Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 perform a Christmas play each year, including a series of songs.
Key Stage 1 and 2 children take part in a weekly singing assembly.
EYFS children have regular opportunities to sing songs that link to their learning.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	In 2025/26, we are planning to extend the children’s repertoire of songs by introducing new songs in assembly.
We are planning to continue to follow Kapow Music, ensuring that all learners have access to a high quality curriculum.
We are planning to offer a range of musical experiences in partnership with the Peterborough Music Hub such as concerts and workshops. 
We are hoping to arrange for a Key Stage 2 class to take part in one of the singing days organised by Peterborough Sings!
We will continue to offer a block of 10 ukulele lessons for the children in Year 3.
We plan to continue offering the children the opportunity to take individual or group instrumental lessons through Noise Tuition. 
We are hoping to begin offering the opportunity for the children to take group instrumental lessons through Rocksteady.
